9. *Hupér(i)   uƀer   ‘above, over’ [recall the fate of H]o 

10. *kánkō   hāxō   ‘hang’  

11. *konkéjō   hang(e)jan  ‘hang, make’, etc. 

12. *nésō   nesō > [ge-]nesan ‘to be saved, heal’ 

13. *noséjō   naz(e)jan > nar(e)jan ‘to make healthy’  

14. *wṛtonós   wurðanas  ‘turned’, etc. [past part.]
